
From 19 to 28 January the
Int. Green Week 2007 will be

taking place for the 72nd time in
the 81 years of the fair’s history.
Ever since 1926 a total of more
than 72,000 exhibitors from 116
countries have been displaying
their wide-ranging products
from agriculture, horticulture
and the food industry to a total
of 29 million trade visitors and
members of the general public.

Following requests by many
exhibitors and visitors, the ope-
ning times at Green Week are
being moved forward by one
hour. The trade fair will open
daily from 10 a.m. to 7 p.m., on
“Long Friday” (26. Jan.) from
10 a.m. to 9 p.m.

More than 50 countries from
around the world will be putting
on a display of culinary delights
highlighting the local products
typical of their regions, mirro-
ring the food industry markets of
the world.

Consumers will be able to
compare the food and speciali-
ties being marketed. At the same
time, at combined national
displays and product markets
national and international pro-
ducers of food and luxury food
will be using their presence at
the fair to sell products and test
the market.

The Green Week has a wealth
of exhibits especially for those
trade visitors interested is agri-
culture. Farming equipment and
machines, holidays in the coun-
try and direct marketing are
among the other main agricultu-
ral themes of the various hall
displays.

In Hall 23a the Ministry of
Food, Agriculture and Consu-
mer Protection will be presen-
ting an informative special exhi-
bition entitled Germany at the
heart of Europe. Rural areas –
ready for the future.

The main focus of the Green
Week’s horticultural displays is
the Int. Floral Hall (9b). Next
year this colourful attraction
will be presenting itself as a flo-
ral carnival. Many thousands of
plants with blossoms or leaves
will be offering visitors a foreta-
ste of spring during this dark

period of the year. Suppliers of
domestic appliances and
systems for the home as well as
institutions and associations
with consumer information will
be complete the exhibitor range
present at the Green Week 2007.

At the ICC Berlin a com-
prehensive programme of confe-
rences debating current issues
will be addressing the experts
from the food and farming indu-
stries. In addition to the Green
Week displays, at House Pets &
Plants 2007 special shows in
Hall 1.2 will be exhibiting over
6,000 pets as well as the entire
range of pet supplies for correct
animal care.

Wellness Plus will be running
over a shorter period, from 24 to
28 January, and for the third

time will be inviting Green Week
visitors to pamper body and soul
in Hall 2.1.
