Il Mtcc ha ottenuto il pre-
mio grazie al programma
Zero Waste, attraverso il
quale è possibile riciclare
dal 95 al 98% dei rifiuti pro-
dotti durante un convegno.
Per un evento-tipo di quat-
tro giorni con 3000 persone,
si possono riciclare 16 ton-
nellate di materiali, compre-
si prodotti organici, plastica,
carta, metalli, vetro, tessuti,
legno e altri materiali.

Toronto gets the first
Aipc Innovation Award

The Metro Toronto Con-
vention Centre (Mtcc) recei-
ved the 1st Aipc Innovation
Award, bestowed by the
International Association of
Congress Centres, to reco-
gnize projects developing
new, creative and effective
approaches to the congress
centre management. 

Aipc selected the Mtcc for
its Zero Waste program,
throught which it is possible
to divert from landfill a 95-
98% of the waste materials
generated during an event.
For a typical four-day event
with 3000 people, 16 metric
tonnes of waste materials can
be captured for recycling,
including organics, plastics,
paper, metal, glass, textiles,
wood and other materials.
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
